The MHC works to incorporate traditional healing and medicines in addressing the wholistic health
needs of the Matawa First Nations focusing on the priorities of mental health and addictions,
diabetes and chronic diseases.

Position Summary:

The Nurse Practitioner is an integral part of the multi-disciplinary team and a key part of the
patient’s circle of care. The Nurse Practitioner will practice within the full scope of practice outlined
in the Standards of Practice by the College of Nurses of Ontario. With the support and guidance
from the Executive Director of the Matawa Health Co-operative or their designate, the employee
will provide services and care with emphasis on a holistic approach to support clients,
communities, and families of the Matawa communities. Specific dutiesinclude:

¢ Performs comprehensive physical and mental health assessments, physical evaluations and
synthesizes data from multiple sources to make a diagnosis of disease or disorder

e Collaborates with clinical nurses and other members of the healthcare team to augment
primary health care and public health care, and to problem solve complex situations

e Provides primary nursing care throughout the delivery of care to ensure seamless continuity
of practice

o Identifies, refers and manages the care of clients with diseases or disorders and or monitors the
ongoing therapy of clients.

e Applies principles of epidemiology and demography to clinical practice

eligible to register with the Registered Nurse Practitioner Association of Ontario in an active
