The organization 
is dedicated to providing its members with advisory and support services in the areas 
of communications, economic development, education, finance and business, health, 
membership and technical services. 
 
The Matawa Education Department supports quality, accessible, community-based 
educational services for eight Matawa First Nations communities of Aroland, 
Eabametoong, Nibinamik, Long Lake #58, Ginoogaming, Neskantaga, Marten Falls 
and Webequie First Nations. In addition to providing advisory services to Education 
Authorities and Matawa First Nation leadership, the Education Department 
administers post-secondary support services for 5 Matawa First Nations; operates 
the Matawa Learning Centre, a private secondary school located in Thunder Bay; 
and coordinates the Student Nutrition Program for 6 communities.

As a member of the Matawa Education and Student Care Centre team, the 
Matawa After Hours Department Outreach Worker supports students as they move 
toward the successful completion of their secondary education and continue on 
their pathways to work, training or post-secondary education programs. The 
Outreach Worker will work directly with students to address issues that they are 
facing, ensures that students are in their boarding homes or the student care 
centre by curfew, and ensure their safety and wellbeing. They will do this by 
maintaining a presence throughout the city during the off hours of the Matawa 
Education and Care Centre (MECC). The Outreach Worker will interact with the 
students’ parents/caregivers, boarding home parents, police, hospital, and other 
parties in ensuring students are safe.
